Pineapple, pear and apple aromas lead into a melon and citrus palate with a hint of fig enhanced by a lively N
acidity and refreshing finish.

2018 Cabernet Franc $29.00 $21.75
Raspberry, bell pepper, cherries, and fresh herbs continue with a fruity hibiscus aroma. Cherry and J
pomegranate influence the palate with a clean acid, sweetness of vanilla and oak on the finish.

2020 Chardonnay, Proprietor's Reserve $36.00 $27.00
Fruit aromas transition to notes of honey and floral characteristics. The palate is intermingled with I
grapefruit and subtle oak in the mid-palate finishing with rich acidity.

2020 Chenin Blane, Proprietor's Reserve $29.00 $21.75
Flavors and aromas of pear and honey grab yvou at the start. Full, viscous mid palate with a crisp finish. V

2018 Grenache, Proprietor's Reserve $48.00 $36.00
Strawberries, cherries, and rhubarb with a hint of cardamom. Toasty oak on the palate with a hint of J
marshmallow and a lushness that leads to a smooth finish.

2021 Rosé, Proprietor's Reserve $30.00 $22.50
Rose petal, strawberry and zesty spice notes with a white raspberry and savory finish. W

2019 Sangiovese $29.00 $21.75
Honeysuckle and red currant aromas with a hint of fig. The palate shows notes of caramel, vanilla and Iy
ginger with a hint of maple syrup with a lush finish.

2018 Syrah $29.00 $21.75
A fruity wine concentrated on blackberries, plum, cherries, and roasted chestnuts. Similar flavors on the ¥
palate and a chewy tannin in the middle, with a subtle oak integration finishing smooth.

2017 Syrah, Les Collines Vineyard $52.00 $39.00
Ripe cherries, black fruit, hints of baking spices, and oregano on the nose, the palate is rich with leather N
and molasses.

2019 Tavolo Rosso, Proprietor's Reserve $42.00 $31.50
Ripe dark berry fruit, savory herbs and chocolate notes. Fruit forward profile fills in with tannin and clean I
acid on the finish and a pleasing fruit wood balance.

2018 Zinfandel $21.00 $15.75
Pomegranate, blackberries, raspberry jam, leather and chocolate. A smooth palate with flavors of coffee, J
black currant, toasty cedar and mineral notes on the finish.

2017 Zinfandel, Proprietor's Reserve $50.00 $37.50
Fruit compote aromas, dried sage, cooking spice with persimmon notes. A smooth palate with tannins i
lifting the middle and layers of honey flavors through a sweet finish.
